“Live a life worthy of the Calling to which you have been called!”  - Eph. 4:1 

 

The sun is bright and the sky a pure blue today; the promise of spring  unmistakably 

in the wind as I write this message to you. 

The inhabitants of God’s natural world have come before my mind’s eye again and 

again today as I have been pondering what makes a difference in daily life.  For example: 

with intelligent eyes, owls are constantly observing.  Focused on what lies ahead, the owl is 

looking to the future for the next piece of wisdom that will make the difference.

February 16 Meeting  

 

Review of Reports: 

¶ Pas tor ’ s  Repor t  was  revi ewed .                 

$500 annual use agreement for Sundayôs and 

Seasons is due.  Pastor recommends not    

renewing the electronic agreement and to 

purchase the hardcopy book for $35 instead.  

C o u n c i l  a g r e e d  w i t h  P a s t o r ’ s                     

recommendation. 

¶ Youth Ministry Report reviewed.  Attendees 

had a great time on the ski trip to Lutsen 

Mountain.  The most rewarding ministry   

opportunities occurred in chair lift rides and 

in the car trip. 

¶ Family fun night was a great outreach      

opportunity but not a successful fund raising 

event due to other events occurring in the 

community.  The expectation is that with 

better planning the next Family Fun Night 

will be a much bigger success. 

¶ The Youth Spaghetti Dinner and Auction is 

scheduled for May 1.  Plans are just now 

starting. 

¶ Youth are hosting an Easter Pancake break-

fast. 

¶ No Children’s Ministry Report was re-

viewed. 

¶ Building and Grounds Report: The furnaces 

were recently checked are in good working 

order. 

¶ Outreach Committee report: There is a lack 

of interest in hosting Lenten soup and salad 

suppers. However, Lenten lunches are 

planned. 

¶ There will be another Name Tag Sunday 

soon. 

¶ Famine Relief donations will be sent out 

shortly. 

¶ Treasurer’s Report was reviewed: As of    

today, we are behind two mortgage          

payments.  

¶ Finance Committee is working on setting 

priorities for paying bills.  

¶ The monthly giving is still under budget. 

¶ No new news on the tax issue. 

 

New Business:   

The Finance Committee presented a list of 

financial considerations for the Council to 

consider:  

¶ Refinance options are being explored with 

possible modifications.  

¶ Umbrella insurance rates are being reviewed. 

Bonding insurance is also being explored.  

¶ The Finance Committee recommends evalu-

ating the use of the back property 

(approximately 13 acres) by exploring part-

nerships with Parmely, Birchwood and others 

for housing or community activities.  The 

Council agreed that this work should start.  

In the meantime, the Youth Director was 

given approval to start working on develop-

ing a community garden program on a small 

tract of the land.  

¶ A Council retreat is scheduled for Saturday, 

March 6, 9:00-1:00 to discuss Board Govern-

ance.  The retreat will be at Shirley’s house.  

¶ Next regular Council Meeting is scheduled 

for Tuesday, March 16, 2010 at 7:00 pm. 

 

Meeting adjourned with a prayer at 10:00 pm.

Mr. Kirby J. Smith, Esq., is planning a canoe voy-

age down the ―Granite River‖ in either July or 

August 2010. The reason for this expedition is to 

give Lutherans (no Methodists allowed) with little 

or no experience, a chance to get a taste of the 

canoe country. 

 

The voyage will take four days and three nights 

with the third day being a “layover day” for fish-

ing, swimming, daydreaming, etc. 

 

The river features two lovely waterfalls, unparal-

leled scenery, runnable rapids (unheard of in the 

BWCA), and superb fishing. The Granite is not a 

difficult river, but still requires that the partici-

pants be in reasonably good health. “Whiners” 

will be drowned on the spot, with no exceptions 

made.  

 

The group can be comprised of from 2 to 7 people 

(including Kirby, your intrepid guide) on a first 

application basis. Mr. Smith will provide canoes, 

paddles, tents, permits, etc. and crew members 

will need a rain suit, sleeping bag and grit teeth.  

 

Mr. Smith has been on over 100 canoe expedi-

tions and has been down the Granite River on 

three previous occasions. 

 

There will be a pre-trip meeting in March or April 

to discuss details and answer any questions. Any-

one, male or female, foolish enough to be inter-

ested should contact Mr. Kirby Smith at 

651.462.3664.
